Currently this congregation is seriously 

considering (1) what it means to be a 

multicultural church, (2) if we have a 

different, more “combined” future with 

Community Presbyterian Church of Red-

lands, and (3) a more intentional com-

mitment to youth and family ministries.  

The sense of the Session is that we 

need to form the Pastor Nominating 

Committee (PNC) in the fall.  The Ses-

sion is slowing things down.  Over 80 of 

you have responded to the Congrega-

tional Surveys 

which the Mission 

Assessment Team 

is analyzing.   In 

combination with 

demographic ser-

vices, the next task 

is to write our As-

sessment and 

elect a PNC.  Dur-

ing that time the focus  will be on discov-

ering our new identity and developing a 

commitment to new directions in ministry. 

As the Session is being reminded by a 

study book that it’s reading, this is God’s 

work, not ours.  “Your will be done on 

earth as it is in heaven” includes First 

Presbyterian Church of Redlands in the 

“in between time.”  As we listen and 

learn, God speaks and we your Session, 

pastoral staff and rest of the staff both 

lead and follow.

Net Income (Loss) for the month:      $-12,314   

 Balance in General Account:    $71,458.65 

 

There were some special one-time expenses such as per capita apportionment but still the Session noted 

the month’s deficit.

 Welcomed into membership Drs. Sue and Steve Teele by letter of transfer from the Presbytery of Riverside 

who retains the records of the former Yucaipa Valley Church. 

 Approved study leave for Pastor Tom from June 12 through June 18, 2015.  He will be attending a family wed-

ding on the front side of study leave. 

 Appointed a four-member commission to work with Community Presbyterian Church, Redlands on goals, vi-

sion, and the future of both churches.   Proposed members of this commission will be Jim Appleton, Luann 

Bangsund and Mark Evans and one other non-Session member. 

 Approved the request of the Christian Education and Evangelism Committee to have Teacher Appreciation 

Day on Sunday, June 7, 2015. 

 Approved the revised job description for the Pakistani/Indian Ministry Pastor (The Rev. Hameed Barkat). 

 Approved a new staff position of Pakistani/Indian Ministry Fellowship Coordinator (Ibram Shad) who will coor-

dinate all administrative work of the Ministry (musicians, gifts, hospitality). 

 Expressed appreciation to Zach Neufeld for arranging for and providing the wonderful music and entertain-

ment at the recent Choir Potluck.  Also expressed gratitude to the members of the choir and other congrega-

tion members who donated food for the potluck!
