But when a relative comes back into
town or we see a picture we're reminded
of the change. That’s not all bad. We
can adjust to “new normals.” Things get
done better over time. The hare is so
much more admired than the tortoise;
but I'll take the tortoise any day.

Our church is making slow, steady
progress in refurbishing our campus for
a five, not twenty year perspective; of
bringing back ministry for children,
youth and their families; and coming
into the 21st century with technology—

three of our four
goals from the fall
stewardship cam-
paign. Become part
of this “slow, steady
race” in whatever
way you feel gifted
and invited by the
Holy One.

One of the more enlightening exercises
I’'ve ever seen was when | was in training
to be an interim executive presbyter. The
trainer had the 12 of us go around the
room and use 1 to 3 words each for our
Synods. (There are 15 of them in the
Presbyterian Church (USA).) Some said
“tightknit”, others said “useless”, others
said “the best”. Still others said
“helpful.” Then the trainer said, “that
concludes this segment.” Let's move on.
The same could be said about our Presby-
tery. Presbyteries are there to express
the unity of the body of Christ. “We be-
lieve in ONE, holy, catholic and apostolic
church (the Nicene Creed).” And that uni-
ty is not just spiritual as in my Baptist up-
bringing, but structural. (The preferred
word is “connectional” nowadays.)
