More and more people donôt get 

out of bed early on Sunday mornings or if they do, they donôt make their way to 

a church. They make their way to a sports field or coffee shop. Many others are 

quick to say in our culture, ñIôm spiritual, but not religious.ò This translates, ñI 

donôt belong to an organized church.ò 

But, back to Miss America 2.0. Paul and I happened to be watching 

television the night of its airing, though we didnôt watch it live. We skimmed 

through Miss America 2.0 at a later date, stopping occasionally to see what was 

different. Well, you might have heard that there was no bathing suit 

competition! Instead, contestants had to respond to job interview questions as 

well as questions from individual judges. What was apparent was that these 

young ladies have passions that have fueled their ability to make a difference in 

their communities. 

One particular contestant, Miss Nebraska, Jessica Shultis, caught my 

attention.  She wasnôt a classical musician, singer or dancer, so she creatively 

chose to do a monologue for her talent offering. From my perspective, it was the 

most compelling talent offered. She began her monologue saying, ñInstead, of 

enjoying the freedoms associated with being a nineteen-year-old college 

student, I found myself fighting for my life.ò Listen to part of her monologue:  

"The harsh reality is, no one's guaranteed tomorrow. And I 

know that what I'm saying sounds absolutely terrifying; but, please try 

to understand. I'm not telling you this so that you fear death, but to 

encourage each of you to embrace life. So, I beg you, no matter your 

age, don't be like me. Don't wait for life to send a wake-up call."
